Please read the Info Sheet carefully, and also note the following:

• We strongly encourage you and all leaders from your club to attend the Winter Recharge for your area,
especially those who are involved in quizzing. Please make as many flyer and  map copies as you need
(sent to your commander).

• Rules and Regulations for 3  - 6  grade quizzing will conform to the December 2006 edition or later. Anrd th

updated version (January 2010) will be available at Winter Recharge, but will differ from the 2006 edition 
and later only by minor changes in wording. It will also be posted on our website by the end of December.

• Registrations will be accepted up until the deadline (see Team Entry Form). After that, teams will be
considered “standby” and accepted on a “space available” basis.

• Each team must supply one scorekeeper for each team. (Your scorekeepers will not actually score for your
teams.) The same scorekeeper may be used for multiple teams as long as they are not quizzing at the same
time. If you have teams in two rooms quizzing at the same time (North/Central Valley and South Valley 
quizzes) you need scorekeepers in both rooms. Scorekeepers will need to be available 45 minutes before
the Quiz Meet for training. The Southern Nevada and Central Coast quizzes will probably be in one room,
unless registrations dictate that a second room is necessary.

• All quizzes will cover Start Zone and Discovery (or Challenge) 1-3. See the Info Sheet and Rules summary
for more specifics on participation and materials covered.

• We will quiz only in the new T&T Books 1 & 2, Book 3 (2008 ed.) and Book 4 (2009 ed.). There are
significant differences from previous editions. If you have clubbers who finished out on the ‘old’ books
and are quizzing in Book 1 -3 you’ll need to familiarize them with what appears in the new books.

• If we do not have a minimum of three churches register in a ‘group’ (e.g., Book 4 boys), that particular
group may not be quizzed in that area. Some groups (age and/or gender) within a book may be combined
to achieve the minimum team requirement, or may be asked to quiz as ‘teams of one’.



• In general, T&T quizzers will be responsible to know all Bible-related materials within the scheduled
coverage, except for the story line involving the fictional characters and “trick” or “joke” items in the “Just
for Fun” feature. A Study Guide covering all quiz materials will be posted on the website in late
December.

QUIZZING RULES

• See “2010 Bible Quiz Rules Summary”, or for complete rules, South-Central California/Southern Nevada Bible
Quizzing Official Rules and Regulations, revised January 2006 or later. The ‘06 edition or later are accurate for
getting your team prepared.

• Copies of the quiz rule book will be available at Winter Recharge; or you may request a copy by e-mailing us
at bjmeier357@comcast.net or by downloading it from the SCCA/SoN website. A Study Guide covering all quiz
material will be posted on the website.

PARTICIPATION (see registration form)

• A full team consists of 2-3 clubbers in the same group/book. Two clubbers quiz at a time; 3  clubber mayrd

substitute at specific times.

• Once a quizzer is replaced by a substitute he/she cannot return to that segment except to replace a team member
who has “quizzed out” in the ‘speed’ segment.

• A half-team may be registered and we will attempt to find a partner for him/her before/on the day of the quiz.

• A single quizzer may compete as a “team of one” but would obviously not earn full points in the Multiple
Choice quiz. (In certain small groups we may quiz individuals.)

REGISTRATION REQUIREMENTS (see registration form)

• We recommend that at least one representative from your church attend the Bible Quiz Coaches training at
Winter Recharge, especially if you were not represented at the training at Fall Conference.

• The registration form must be submitted with fees and with the ‘Event Participation Form’ (if not previously
submitted), postmarked no later than the deadline. Fax, phone, and e-mail forms will not confirm a position for
the team. Late registrations accepted as space allows.

• A church may enter as many teams as desired.

• Please use only one form for each set of teams (that is, one group per set). The forms are white for copying
purposes. Example: a church enters the following teams:

SUMMARY

Quiz Format (2 parts)
(1) Multiple Choice (10-12 questions) and (2) Speed (10-12 questions)

Teams
• Quiz by group
• Groups: 

Book 1 - 3/4 boys; 3/4 girls; 5/6  boys; 5/6  girlsth th th th

Book 2, 3 & 4 - Boys; Girls
• Groups within a Book may be combined if necessary to meet minimum quiz size requirements
• Full team = 2-3 quizzers (unless individuals are quizzed)
• Official uniform required

Material Covered
• All Books: Start Zone, Discoveries/Challenges 1-3; Factual information from “Just for Fun”
• For Book 1: includes Introduction (factual information)
• See Study Guide posted on the website for a specific list of quiz items.

Leader Requirements Per Church
• At the Jamboree, men coach boys, women coach girls
• One scorekeeper per team required for each group quizzing
• The same scorekeeper may keep score for more than one group if they are quizzing at different times.
• One official per church required, additionally
• Official uniform required

Multiple Choice (10-12 questions)
• 10 pts. per correct answer, per quizzer
• “Alternates” may sub at halfway point of each segment and between Multiple Choice/Speed segments.

Speed (10-12 questions)
• 10 pts. per correct answer, -5 pts. incorrect
• First responder only recognized (no second place)
• Alternates may sub at halfway point
• “Quiz out” after three correct answers (15 pt. bonus), or two incorrect answers
• Answers accepted in KJV, NKJV, NIV (not TNIV).

Awards
• 1  place team each rank: plaquest

• 1  place individuals: medalst

• 2  - 4  place individual: ribbonsnd th

• Quiz Champion: highest total individual score each group (ribbon)
• Highest Honor: quiz out with none wrong (ribbon)
• All participants: participant patch (RBGY for Books 1234, respectively)
• Leaders: pin (year 1-10)
• In cast of ties, duplicate awards are given.

I. Emphasize the value and purpose of quizzing with the clubbers and get them excited!

A. Quizzing will train them to know thoroughly what they have already learned.

B. Quizzing will train them to serve the Lord by helping them to personally apply God’s Word to their lives.

1. They can learn just to please Him, not thinking of rewards. Colossians 3:23, 24

2. They can learn from God’s special lessons.  Colossians 3:12

3. They can learn to be sweetly submissive to authority.  Romans 13:1, 2; Titus 3:1-2

4. They can learn proper attitudes.  Hebrews 4:12

C. The Bible Jamboree will provide a wonderful opportunity to pray for each other and to see the Lord answer. 

II Involve the parents.

A. Explain the Bible Jamboree format and rules briefly to them after their child has been chosen as a Bible Jamboree
team member. (Be sure to include the potential team members with this information.)

B. Ask one or both parents to be at the Jamboree practice(s) whenever possible.

C. Encourage parents to review their child regularly and consistently at home. What is done at home usually determines
how well prepared they feel for the Bible Jamboree.

D. Encourage parents to attend the Bible Jamboree and to give you any suggestions they might have on the Bible
Jamboree ministry.

III Make up questions for your team members. (Involve others to help you in this.)

A. Question/answers in handbook margins.

B. Questions asking the reference only, or verse quote after reference given.

C. Giving the reference and quoting the verse after a partial verse (a phrase) has been given (beginning phrase;
concluding phrase; middle phrase).

D. Questions regarding the subject matter of a verse.

E. Bible reading sections. (Use exact or near exact questions in the manual.)

F. Miscellaneous, such as rules for Christian growth, books of Old and New Testament, etc.

G. Word meanings in each verse.

H. Life situation questions asking what verse would be the answer or that they could use.

Note: In all questions, be specific to the book or verse desired since other correct answers could be given using a
different verse than what you want as your answer.

IV Other Suggestions:

A. If you have sufficient interest form more than one team in one or more groups. This will give new clubbers an
opportunity to gain experience. If possible, form 3-person teams; in case of sickness or family emergency of one
clubber you would still have a full team.

B. If you must limit participation, have an objective standard to use in choosing your teams. It would be wise to let the
parents and clubbers know beforehand what your standards of choosing the team will be.

1. Progress in their handbook, but accuracy in their recitation.

2. Knowledge and accuracy in giving answers during competition (Bible Council times and Jamboree practices).

3. Proper attitudes shown toward other teammates and those in authority.

C. Use quizzing beginning in early fall periodically during Council time to prepare and excite the clubbers for the Bible
Jamboree. Begin with easy questions.

1. Have the game teams compete against each other.

2. Have handbook groups compete against each other.

3. Have age groups compete against clubs (girls vs. boys, 3 /4  vs. 5 /6 ).rd th th th

4. Have your church’s clubs compete other clubs in the same book from another church.
